The Selma City Council met in a regular session in the Council Chambers of City Hall on Monday,
January 13, 2009 at 5:00 p.m.

ROLL CALL

The following members were present during roll call: Council President Dr. Geraldine Allen and Council
members Dr. Cecil Williamson, Susan Keith, Dr. Monica Newton, Benny L. Tucker, Bennie R. Crenshaw and
Corey Bowie. Others present were Mayor George Evans, City Clerk Ivy S. Harrison, City Attorney Jimmy
Nunn, City Treasurer Cynthia Mitchell and the Mayor’s Executive Assistant Brenda Smothers.
Councilwoman Benjamin was absent during roll call, but arrived at 5:10 p.m. Councilman Randolph was
absent during roll call, but arrived at 6:30 p.m.

APPROVAL OF AGENDA

President Allen asked for the approval of the agenda items. During discussion, Councilwoman Crenshaw
asked if it could be made a part of the record that if the Council President cannot be located for a decision to
be made, if the Council Pro Tempore can make that decision in the absence of the Council President. A roll
call vote was taken to add this item to the agenda for discussion, and the vote failed due to lack of a
majority vote. There were three affirmative votes and four nay votes. President Allen, Councilwoman
Newton, Councilman Tucker and Councilman Bowie each cast a nay vote. A motion was then made by
Councilman Williamson, and seconded by Councilman Bowie, to approve the agenda items as written. The
motion carried with a unanimous (show of hands) vote of the Council members present.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES

After approval of the agenda, President Allen stated the minutes of December 30, 2008 regular meeting

were given to them on this evening, but there were some circumstances in regards to why these were late,
and suggested to Council to review and bring back at the next meeting. A motion was made by Councilman
Williamson, and seconded by Councilwoman Newton, to table and bring back for approval the minutes of
December 30, 2008 at the next Council meeting. The motion carried with a unanimous (show of hands) vote
of the Council members present.

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A. Proposal - Replacement of Public Safety Annex Building Roof. Mayor Evans asked Ms.
Kay Jones to come and address the Council as it relates to the proposal to replace the roof on the Public Safety
Annex Building, and the AAA Building Construction Warranty Information requested from the Council. Ms.
Jones stated that the warranty offered by AAA Building Construction Company to replace the roof on the
Public Safety Annex Building is for one (1) year. Mayor Evans asked Council favorable consideration of his
recommendation of using Standard Roofing of Montgomery, Incorporated to replace the roof on the Public
Safety Annex Building, in the amount of $9,502.00. A motion was made by Councilwoman Newton, and
seconded by Councilman Williamson, to approve Standard Roofing of Montgomery, Incorporated to replace
the roof on the Public Safety Annex Building, in the amount of $9,502.00. A roll call vote was taken and the
motion passed with a unanimous vote of the Council members present.

B. Personnel Changes. Mayor Evans stated that he would like to recommend Mr. Tommy
Smith, who has been the Assistant Director, to the position of Interim Director in the Public Works
Department, with a supplemental salary increase of $3,185.52, which will bring his salary to $45,626.36, and
Ms. Bessie Curtis, IT Technician, to the position of Interim IT Director, replacing Mr. Bruce Williams, the
former IT Director, with a supplemental salary increase of $10,000.00, which will bring her salary to
$41,137.60. It was the consensus of the Council to vote on the two (2) positions separately. Therefore, a
motion was made by Councilman Tucker, and seconded by Councilwoman Benjamin, to approve the
appointment of Mr. Smith to the Interim Director of the Public Works Department, with a supplemental
salary increase of $10,000.00, effective January 20, 2009. President Allen stated, for the record, this will be an
interim position. A roll call vote was taken and the motion passed with a unanimous vote of the Council
members present.

A motion was then made by Councilman Tucker, and seconded by Councilwoman Newton,
to approve the appointment of Ms. Bessie Curtis to the position of Interim IT Director, with a supplemental
salary increase of $10,000.00, effective January 20, 2009. A roll call vote was taken and the motion passed
with a unanimous vote of the Council members present.

C Resolution #R175-08/09 — Mileage Decrease. Mayor Evans requests Council favorable
consideration of Resolution #R175-08/09 which represents a decrease in the mileage rate paid to employees
from 58.5 cents per mile to 55 cents per mile, due to the recent decrease in the price of gasoline. A motion was
made by Councilman Williamson, and seconded by Councilman Bowie, to approve said Resolution #R175-
08/09, which sets the mileage rate at 55 cents per mile, to be paid to employees traveling in privately owned
vehicles on official business for the City of Selma, effective immediately. A roll call vote was taken and the
motion passed with a unanimous vote of the Council members present.

D. Monthly Financial Report. Mayor Evans stated that he is providing information to the
Council as it relates to sales taxes collected from Lodging, Gasoline and Tobacco Tax. Mayor Evans further
stated that from the report it shows a reduction of collections over the last two months, and the taxes declined
over the last three months of October, November, and December. President Allen stated, for the record, the
report shows a variance in the amount $100,570.34.

E. Pending - Demolition Properties. Mayor Evans stated to Council that they should have
before them a copy of a list of properties and an estimated cost to demolish said properties, that are pending
from last 2007-2008. Mayor Evans further stated that the Council had voted and approved to have these
properties demolished, but that due to budget constraints, payment has not been made, and that he would
like to move forward on this. A motion was made by Councilwoman Crenshaw, and seconded by
Councilwoman Newton, to approve payment of the list of properties to be demolished, pending from last
year 2007-2008. A roll call vote was taken and the motion passed with a unanimous vote of the Council
members present.

F. Proposed Job Elimination. Mayor Evans stated to Council that, due to budget constraints,
he is proposing the elimination of Bridget Mills’ position as Constituency Services/External Affairs Officer,
effective January 30, 2009. A motion was made by Councilman Bowie, and seconded by Councilman Tucker,
to approve the job elimination of Ms. Bridget Mills, as Constituency Services/External Affairs Officer,
effective January 30, 2009. Councilwoman Crenshaw stated, for the record, that she has a very hard time
with that, and chooses never to eliminate a person’s position. A roll call vote was taken and the motion
passed with a majority vote of the Council members present. There were seven affirmative votes and one
nay vote. Councilwoman Crenshaw cast a nay vote. Mayor Evans stated he too feels the stress of letting
people go, and that he does not have the answers to all of that, other than what they are doing, and that as a
result of the economy, he sees no other recourse even though it hurts and is very painful.

G. Resolution #R159-08/09 ~ Reduction in Salary by 12.5%. Mayor Evans stated to Council in
an effort to balance the 2009 budget, that they should have a copy of Resolution #R159-08/09, which

represents a necessary reduction in the salary of all department heads and exempt employees by twelve and a
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half percent (12.5%), effective January 20, 2009. During discussion, a motion was made by Councilwoman
Newton, and seconded by Councilman Bowie, to approve said Resolution #R159-08/09, which is a reduction
in the salary of all department heads and exempt employees by twelve and a half percent (12.5%), with the
exception of Police Officers and Firefighters, and Part-Time Employees. A roll call vote was taken and the
motion passed with a majority vote of the Council. There were six affirmative votes and three nay votes.
Councilman Randolph, Councilman Tucker and Councilwoman Crenshaw each cast a nay vote.

H. Proposed Reductions in the Contract for Services. Mayor Evans stated to Council that he
did not have a recommendation as it relates to the Agency Contracts, and that he would abide by whatever
the Council decides as to a cut by twenty percent (20%), twelve and a half percent (12.5%), or ten percent
(10%). A motion was made by Councilwoman Newton, and seconded by Councilman Randolph, to cut the
Agency Contracts by twelve and a half percent (12.5%). Councilwoman Crenshaw stated since an exception
was being made for the Library, she would like to amend motion to include the Perry Varner Boot Camp, and
the amended motion was Councilwoman Keith, to cut the Agency Contracts for Services by twelve and a half
percent (12.5%), with the exception of the Perry Varner Boot Camp and the Public Library. A roll call vote
was taken and the motion passed with a majority vote of the Council. There were six affirmative votes
and three nay votes. Councilman Williamson, Councilwoman Benjamin, and Councilman Tucker each
cast a nay vote. Mayor Evans stated that Ms. Mitchell brought it to his attention that some of the agencies
had already received their contracted amounts in full, and for those he would pay the twelve and a half
percent (12.5%) with what he has discretionary fund, and President Allen stated she would also, and stated to
the other Council members that it would be good if they were to consider doing so as well.

L Resolution #R158-08/09 — Proposed 35-Hour Work Week for City Employees. Attorney

Nunn addressed the Council and stated Resolution #R158-08/09 represents the Mayor’s recommendation to
amend the personnel rules and reduce the normal work week from forty (40) hours to a thirty-five (35) hour
work week for City employees with the exception of Police Officers and Firefighters, in an effort to balance
the City’s budget and reduce the need for further budgetary cuts. A motion was made by Councilman Bowie,
and seconded by Councilwoman Newton, to approve said Resolution #R158-08/09, which reduces the
normal work week from forty (40) hours to thirty-five (35) hours for City employees, with the exception of
Police Officers and Firefighters. A roll call vote was taken and the motion passed with a majority vote of
the Council. There were five affirmative votes and four nay votes. Councilman Williamson, Councilman
Randolph, Councilman Tucker and Councilwoman Crenshaw each cast a nay vote.

CITY ATTORNEY’S REPORT

A. Resolution #R161-08/09 - Establishing New Locations for Voting Precincts. Attorney
Nunn stated to Council that Resolution #R161-08/09 represents changes in the designated voting precincts

used in the prior municipal elections, as follow: (1) the location of the North Precinct of Ward 2 is hereby
changed from the old Kentucky Fried Chicken Building on Highland Avenue to the Selma Church of God
located at 2004 Highland Avenue; (2) the location of the West Precinct of Ward 6 is hereby changed from the
Northern Heights Presbyterian Church on Marie Foster Street to Selma’s Fire Station #3 located at 1500 Broad
Street; (3) the location of the East Precinct of Ward 6 is hereby changed from Ford’s Grocery at 2600 Etheridge
Avenue to the New St. John's Baptist Church located at 1717 Plant Street; and (4) the location of the North
Precinct of Ward 3 is hereby changed from Byrd Elementary School at 625 Lapsley Street to the Christian
Outreach Alliance of Dallas County, Incorporated, located at 700 Jeff Davis Avenue. A motion was made by
Councilwoman Newton, and seconded by Councilwoman Crenshaw, to approve said Resolution #R161-
08/09, naming the following designated locations for voting precincts: The Selma Church of God located at
2004 Highland Avenue shall be designated as the North Precinct of Ward 2; The Selma’s Fire Station #3
located at 1500 Broad Street shall be designated as the West Precinct of Ward 6; The New St. John’s Baptist
Church located at 1717 Plant Street shall be designated as the East Precinct of Ward 6; and the Christian
Outreach Alliance of Dallas County, Incorporated, located at 700 Jeff Davis Avenue shall be designated as the
North Precinct of Ward 3. A roll call vote was taken and the motion passed with a unanimous vote of the
Council.

B. Resolution #R176-08/09 - Procedure for Street Renaming. Attorney Nunn stated to Council
that Resolution #R176-08/09 had been discussed in detail during the last Council Work Session on last
evening, and that there were several changes in which the Council requested be made; namely, #1: The
requirement for the applicant to get a list of names from the Tax Assessor’s office was taken out; #5. A
survey poll will be conducted by City employees (chosen by the City Clerk and approved by the City
Council) of all residents, business owners and tenants who have a physical address of the street being
proposed to be renamed; #5(b). the city employees chosen in section five (5) shall notify all residents,
business owners and tenants who have a physical address of the street being proposed to be renamed by
hand delivering a flyer reflecting the date that the survey will be performed; #5(c). The survey shall be
performed on a week day and on “one” Saturday; and #5(e). Each business owner or their designated person
shall be allowed to cast one vote. Mayor Evans asked Council if #5 of the Resolution could be revised to state
“A survey poll will be conducted by city employees (chosen by the Mayor, or his designee, and approved by
the City Council).” A motion was made by Councilman Bowie, and seconded by Councilman Tucker, to
approve said Resolution #R176-08/09, with the noted correction. A roll call vote was taken and the motion
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passed with a majority vote of the Council. There were eight affirmative votes and one nay vote.
Councilwoman Crenshaw cast a nay vote.

C. Ordinance #0106-08/09 — Standing Committees. Attorney Nunn stated that the Council
should have before them Ordinance #0106-08/09, which represents an Ordinance amending Section Two of
Ordinance Numbers 01-8889 and 01-8889-B, concerning the Organizational Meeting and Standing
Committees of the City Council of the City of Selma, Alabama. Attorney Nunn further stated if Council
recalls, Ordinance #0106-08/09 had been placed on 1%t Reading at the last Council meeting. A motion was
made by Councilwoman Newton, and seconded by Councilwoman Benjamin, to approve said Ordinance
#0106-08/09, which creates new Standing Committees of the City Council of the City of Selma, Alabama;
namely, Selma-Dallas County Youth Ambassadors Committee and the Children and Families Committee. A
roll call vote was taken and the motion passed with a majority vote of the Council. There were seven
affirmative votes and two nay votes. Councilman Randolph and Councilwoman Crenshaw each cast a nay
vote.

D. Memorandum of Agreement — City of Selma - Gail Hughes and Joe Brandon Weaver -
City Marina. Attorney Nunn stated to Council if they recall, Mr. Sanders, the brother of Ms. Gail Hughes,

had come and addressed the Council at the Work Session, as it relates to the City Marina, and any questions
that they may have had, and the operation of the same. Attorney Nunn further stated that they are trying to
get the Agreement approved in an effort to get their Alcoholic Beverage License, along with conducting the
concession and food business. During discussion, a motion was made by Councilwoman Keith, and
seconded by Councilman Tucker, to approve the said Memorandum of Agreement between the City of Selma
and Gail Hughes and Joe Brandon Weaver, authorizing a custodial license to operate a concession restaurant
at the City Marina. Councilwoman Crenshaw stated, for the record, that her vote would be contingent upon
the information that she asked for, including the amount of the utilities, and that she needs that information
combined with the breakdown. Attorney Nunn stated Mr. Weaver was supposed to have provided that
information to Council. President Allen stated, for the record, that she concurs with that, and will send a
letter to them asking for the breakdown of the benefits, assets and deficits incurred, as it relates to the City. A
roll call vote was taken and the motion passed with a unanimous vote of the Council.

E. Proposed Liens for Demolition of Dilapidated Houses — Resolutions #R162-08/09, # R163-

08/09, #R165-08/09, #R166-08/09, #R167-08/09, #R168-08/09, #R169-08/09, #R171-08/09, #R172-08/09, #R173-
08/09 and #R174-08/09. Attorney Nunn stated that the Council should have before them about 12

Resolutions, in the form of the above-stated Resolutions, dealing with property liens for dilapidated houses.
Attorney Nunn passed out to Council a copy of the procedures to demolish or repair dilapidated houses that
they follow. Attorney Nunn further stated State law provides a method for the City to recover the costs for
such demolition and repair, Section 11-53(B)-1 of the Code of Alabama, 1975, which is followed. Attorney
Nunn stated the properties listed in the above-stated Resolutions are at Steps 10, 11, and 12, of the Procedures
to Demolish or Repair Dilapidated Houses adopted by the Council. A motion was made by Councilwoman
Newton, and seconded by Councilwoman Crenshaw, to approve said Resolution Numbers #R162-08/09,
#R163-08/09, #R165-08/09, #R166-08/09, #R167-08/09, #R168-08/09, #R169-08/09, #R171-08/09, #R172-
08/09, #R173-08/09, and #R174-08/09, assessing the properties with a lien for demolition of dilapidated
houses. A roll call vote was taken and the motion passed with a majority vote of the Council. There were
eight affirmative votes and one abstention vote. Councilman Randolph abstained from voting.

F. Ordinance #0104-08/09 ~ Requiring City Officers and Department Heads to be Residents
of Dallas County. Attorney Nunn stated Ordinance #0104-08/09 had been discussed during the Work

Session, as it relates to residency requirements of city officers and department heads. President Allen also
stated Ordinance #0104-08/09 had been tabled from a previous Council meeting. A motion was made by
Councilman Tucker, and seconded by Councilman Williamson, to place Ordinance #0104-08/09 on 1st
Reading. A roll call vote was taken and the motion passed with a majority vote of the Council. There
were seven affirmative votes and two nay votes. Councilman Randolph and Councilwoman Crenshaw
each cast a nay vote.

G. Liquor License Application — Danny Huett - Bottoms Up — 2519 Alabama Highway 14,

East. Attorney Nunn stated the Council has been given a lounge retail liquor license application on behalf of
Bottoms Up, located at 2519 Alabama Highway 14, East to be placed on 15t Reading. A motion was made by
Councilman Tucker, and seconded by Councilman Randolph, to place the application on 1%t Reading. A roll
call vote was taken and the motion passed with a majority vote of the Council. There were seven
affirmative votes and two nay votes. Councilman Williamson and Councilwoman Benjamin each cast a
nay vote.

H. Pending Litigation Against the City of Selma. Attorney Nunn passed out information as it

relates to pending litigation against the City of Selma. Attorney Nunn stated it is estimated to be about ten
(10) cases still pending against the City of Selma.
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L RENAMING OF JEFF DAVIS AVENUE TO J. L. CHESTNUT, |R. BOULEVARD

President Allen stated the Administrative Committee had met as it relates to this issue and stated she
was going to yield and ask Councilwoman Newton to report on this matter. Councilwoman Newton made a
report, and stated that the Administrative Committee had met on January 8%. Councilwoman Newton stated
a brief overview of the history of the street re-naming process from the minutes of May 8th and May 2214, was
given. Councilwoman Newton further stated discussion followed regarding the process, and it was
mentioned that a fee would initiate the street re-naming process. Councilwoman Newton stated the
recommendation that was put together was to move forward with the adoption of the new process to re-
name streets. Councilman Tucker stated, for the record, that he feels the Council should exempt Jeff Davis
Avenue from the new process that the Council adopts. A motion was made by Councilwoman Benjamin, and
seconded by Councilman Randolph, to proceed with the new process, and exempt Jeff Davis Avenue from
the new process. Councilwoman Crenshaw also stated, for the record, she started the process for Amelia
Boynton Street several years ago. President Allen stated she remembers that, and does concur with
Councilwoman Crenshaw. Therefore, an amended motion was made by Councilwoman Benjamin, and
seconded by Councilwoman Crenshaw, to proceed with the new process for re-naming streets, and to make
an exception, and exclude the re-naming of the J. L. Chestnut, Jr. Boulevard and Amelia Boynton Street from
the Resolution, since the petition was presented to the Council prior to them adopting the new procedures. A
roll call vote was taken and the motion carried with a unanimous vote of the Council. Mayor Evans stated
he would like to bring to the attention of the Council that since being on the Council the past eight years, he
remembers that appeals had also been made to the Council from the Doyle Family and the Hunter Family to
re-name streets. Councilwoman Crenshaw stated, for the record, that she started the process to re-name
Amelia Boynton Street before 2006, maybe even 2004, and that was the only person for a very long time, that
was on the table, and that they did not move in the same pace as they had with the re-naming of Amelia
Boynton Street, but that maybe they could look into it. President Allen asked Council’s discretion as it relates
to #5 of the Procedures, the “Survey”, and Councilwoman Benjamin, along with President Allen, Councilman
Bowie, and Councilwoman Crenshaw all stated they would volunteer and conduct the survey. A motion was
made by Councilman Tucker, and seconded by Councilman Bowie, to re-name Jeff Davis Avenue, from
Hamilton Street to Broad Street, to the name of J. L. Chestnut, Jr. Boulevard. During discussion, an amended
motion was made by Councilwoman Benjamin, and seconded by Councilman Randolph, to re-name Jeff
Davis Avenue to J. L. Chestnut, Jr. Boulevard, from point of beginning of Jeff Davis Avenue to point of
ending, in its entirety. A roll call vote was taken and the motion passed with a majority vote of the
Council. There were six affirmative votes and three nay votes. Councilman Williamson, Councilwoman
Keith, and Councilwoman Newton each cast a nay vote.

IL SELMA WATER WORKS & SEWER BOARD APPOINTMENT

President Allen stated she was going to pass the gavel so that she could address the Council.
President Allen read a copy of her letter in its entirety to the Selma Water Works and Sewer Board, to the
attention of Mr. Lee Goodwin, as Chairman, and the Board of Directors, with a Carbon Copy to Mayor Evans
and Attorney Collins Pettaway, Jr., Attorney for the Water Board, resigning her position as a Director of the
Water Board, effective January 13, 2009. Attorney Nunn stated he received a call from Attorney Collins
Pettaway, Attorney for the Water Board, who stated if the Council is amenable to it, he would like a
committee from the City Council and committee from the Water Board to get together to discuss pending
litigation that the Water Board has pending in Circuit Court. Attorney Nunn further stated Attorney
Pettaway stated the appointment to the Water Board appointment taken today will be an appointment from
heretofore, which they already knew, and from the Water Board’s perspective, that is still a disputed issue,
and he wants the Council and the Water Board to meet on it. President Allen stated she thinks that is a mute
point since she has resigned from the Board. Councilwoman Crenshaw asked President Allen if she was
speaking on behalf of the Council, or herself personally with the point she was making. President Allen
stated she spoke on behalf of herself personally, and that she would now open it so that the Council can
decide. During discussion, a motion was made by Councilman Williamson, and seconded by Councilman
Bowie, to appoint President Allen to the Selma Water Works & Sewer Board. President Allen passed the
gavel to Councilwoman Benjamin, and asked her to proceed to ask for the vote. A roll call vote was taken
and the motion passed with a majority vote of the Council. There were six affirmative votes, two
abstentions, and one nay vote. President Allen and Councilman Randolph abstained from voting, and
Councilwoman Crenshaw cast a nay vote.

IIL NOISE ORDINANCE

Mayor Evans stated he will have a monthly report at the next meeting, as it relates to noise.
Councilman Bowie stated to President Allen that this issue will also be discussed at the next Public Safety
Meeting which will be held on January 28t at 5:00 p.m., in the Council Chambers.
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Iv. SELMA-DALLAS YOUTH AMBASSADORS TRIP AND NOVEMBER 25, 2008 MINUTES

President Allen stated she has copies of an additional letter given by Councilwoman Crenshaw and
the Ambassadors as it relates to minutes of November 25, 2008, and that the Ambassadors would not be
going to Ground Zero in New York, but instead to the President’s Inauguration in Washington, D.C.
President Allen further stated that Council members had questions at the Work Session, and asked
Councilwoman Crenshaw to respond. Councilwoman Crenshaw stated that there would be a permission
letter from the parents that they would have to sign, as it relates to the City’s liability with the children taking
the trip to Washington, D.C. for the Inauguration. A motion was made by Councilwoman Keith, and
seconded by Councilman Williamson, to amend the minutes of November 25, 2008, to help with the expenses
incurred with the travel of the Selma-Dallas Youth Ambassadors’ Trip to the Presidential Inauguration in
Washington, D.C,, in the amount of $10,500.00. A roll call vote was taken and the motion passed with a
majority vote of the Council members present. There were eight affirmative votes. Councilman Tucker
was absent when the vote was taken.

V. INCENTIVES FOR LOCAL BUSINESSES IN RELATION TO SENATOR SHELBY'S VISIT

Councilwoman Keith stated Senator Shelby would not be here this week, but has rescheduled for
sometime in the next month on February 16%. Councilwoman Keith further stated she thinks as a Council
that they should contact their legislative delegation, maybe in the form of a resolution, and let them know
how important it is to have incentives for businesses and industry here, and that they are concerned about the
hard times that they are facing right now. Councilwoman Keith stated she feels they should take quick and
swift action to prevail upon them for them to get any resources available to Bush Hog, and other industries
that may be facing similar concerns. President Allen concurs, and stated she thinks it is very important.
Councilman Williamson stated he knows the Mayor is working on something with this but concurs that the
Council needs to do something quickly as a Council, and made a motion, which was seconded by
Councilwoman Newton, to authorize the Council President to work with the City Attorney in drawing up a
resolution to Bush Hog, as it relates to their concerns, and their willingness to do whatever the Council can to
keep businesses open here in the City of Selma. A roll call vote was taken and the motion passed with a
majority vote of the Council members present. There were eight affirmative votes. Councilwoman
Crenshaw was absent when the vote was taken. Mayor Evans stated to Council that he had spoken with
Senator Shelby, and that he stated he would be here on February 16th,

VL SUB-COMMITTEES MEETING DATE

President Allen stated Mayor Evans has added Ms. Kay Jones to the Public Buildings’ Sub-
Committee, and Mr. Roosevelt Goldsby, to the Garbage Sub-Committee. Councilman Bowie stated the Public
Buildings” Sub-Committee will meet on Friday, January 16t at 4:30 p.m. Councilwoman Keith stated the
Garbage Sub-Committee will meet on Thursday, January 15t at 5:00 p.m.

VII. RECREATION DEPARTMENT - PAY-TO-PLAY RECOMMENDATION

Councilman Randolph asked Coach Reece to come forward and address the Council. Coach Reece
stated to Council that he does not want anyone to think that he does not want any one to play, but that he
wants the parents to become more responsible and involved with their children’s activities there. Coach
Reece further stated he wants the parents to come, and be responsible enough to bring their children, and
sign them up to participate. During discussion, a motion was made by Councilman Randolph, and seconded
by Councilman Williamson, to approve the recommendation from the Recreation Department Committee, for
a pay-to-play fee for all activities in the amount of $10.00, to be implemented this year. A roll call vote was
taken and the motion passed with a majority vote of the Council members present. There were eight
affirmative votes. Councilwoman Crenshaw was absent when the vote was taken.

VIII. CITY CLERK’S RESIDENCE VALIDATION

President Allen stated to Council that they have should have a copy of all of the documents from the
City Clerk as it relates to what was asked of her to give to them for establishment of residency here in Selma.
President Allen further stated that she also has a copy of her Executor’s Deed which she will pass around to
Council, but ask that they please return that back to her. President Allen stated that the Executor’s Deed
identifies her as Owner of that property. President Allen further stated that the information the Council has
received validates her appointment as City Clerk. Mayor Evans addressed the Council and stated that
Thursday, January 15, 2009 would be an appropriate date for Mrs. Harrison to start, since a meeting for this
date has already been scheduled between Ms. Williamson, Ms. Harrison, and himself. A motion was made
by Councilman Williamson, and seconded by Councilman Tucker, to make it official that Ms. Ivy Harrison
will take the office as City Clerk on Thursday, January 15%. President Allen read, for the record, the
Memorandum from Ms. Harrison, along with a copy of the deed, and copies of letters from the utility
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companies of Alabama Gas Corporation, Alabama Power Company, and the Selma Water Works & Sewer
Board Garbage Service from the City of Selma, establishing service at 1400 Mechanic Street, as requested by
the Council. An amended motion was made by Councilman Williamson, and seconded by Councilman
Tucker, to make Wednesday, January 14, 2009, as the last official date of employment for Ms. Lois Williams.
A roll call vote was taken by Attorney Nunn and the motion passed with a majority vote of the Council
members present. There were seven affirmative votes and one abstention. Councilman Randolph
abstained from voting. Councilwoman Crenshaw was absent when the vote was taken.

President Allen stated, even though the Council has already voted on this, she has copies of final bills from
Kelly & Kelly, in the amount of $3,376.50, Pitts, Pitts & Williams, in the amount of $1,663.34, and Pitts & Pitts
in the amount of $1,660.78, as it relates to the Reid Cain v. City of Selma legal matter. President Allen further
stated she would pass the bills around to Council.

CLOSING REMARKS BY EACH COUNCIL MEMBER.

Councilman Bowie stated “Good evening” and to continue to Pray for our City and move forward.

Councilwoman Keith stated she is tired of bad news but still would like for them to work together, and wants
everybody to have a heart, and to be positive and to not say negative things about Selma. Councilwoman
Keith stated to Mayor Evans, she wanted to thank him for the hard work he is doing. Councilwoman Keith
stated to Mrs. Harrison, “Welcome”, and to Ms. Mitchell, “Welcome Back”, and that she looks forward to
working with them.

Councilman Randolph stated he wants the people to know that he “never did not want Dr. Allen to go on the
Water Board, but he thought and knew that you can not vote for yourself to get on the Water Board, and that
the law clearly states he is a Board Member until he is properly replaced”. Councilman Randolph stated on
tonight, the Council voted, and Dr. Allen did not vote for herself, and that the City should have done this a
long time ago. Councilman Randolph stated “to tell you the truth he does not have time to be on the Water
Board, and that it calls for a lot of your time, and for a Council member, it requires a lot of time, too.
Councilman Randolph stated he wanted to applaud Dr. Allen, and wishes her the best on the Water Board,
and he means it from the heart. “Thank you.”
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Councilwoman Newton stated she wanted to speak to the people in the historic district in regard to code
enforcement and demolition of properties. Councilwoman Newton further stated it is a slow process but
tonight’s authorization to pay for the demolition was a good move, and they are working to see that take
place.

Councilwoman Benjamin stated the T-Shirts for the young people will be one chosen from three designs.
Councilwoman Benjamin further stated she will be attending the Unity Breakfast and if anyone wants her to
turn in their checks, to let her know. Councilwoman Benjamin stated there will be a Ward 4 meeting on
January 2274 at 6 p.m., and the location will be announced later, and she hopes Mayor and Council members
can attend.

Councilman Tucker stated to citizens of Selma who are traveling to Washington, D.C,, to continue to Pray,
“respect yourself, respect others and come back to Selma safe”.

Councilman Williamson stated he thinks he understands how the letter from the Ambassadors got into the
minutes stating that they were going to Ground Zero in New York, because the Council was given a sheet
that stated the same, and that is probably how that happened. Councilman Williamson further stated he is
not going to sign any discretionary requests unless the Council President tells him to. Councilman
Williamson stated he didn’t run to be Council President; “got enough to do, also, and thank you for electing
me to be President Pro Tempore; that’s all I want to do”. Councilman Williamson stated he especially
appreciates Mr. Randolph'’s spirit about the Water Board.

President Allen stated she wanted to say to the constituents of Selma that her duty as President is to make
sure that things are run in decent and proper order, and that she has always been a person that believes in
doing things the right way and “I shall continue to do that irregardless of whether Council people are truly
attuned to doing what they think the structure and right way to do it”. President Allen further stated she will
continue to do that, and if there is something in the minutes, being that she was not here that night she wants
to make sure that what they voted upon is what they will use this money for. President Allen stated, “we are
accountable and I've always said this even when I ran for President that I was going to be accountable for the
people’s money, and I will continue to do that, and I will ask of you that you realize it is not political with me;
it’s just that I believe in doing things right and I'm going to do it whether you like it or not. We have to do
right and I believe God is going to Bless this and Heal the land but we all have to do right — we all have to
follow rules ~ can’t everybody be a chief, got to have some followers, and sometimes the followers want to be
the chiefs but if you weren’t elected to be it, you can’t be it, especially if I'm the President because that’s why
the people voted me President and I know how to do the job, and I shall continue to do it to the best of my
ability”. President Allen further stated she wanted to ask the Council to please give her the dates of
committee meetings, ward meetings, etc., via the Council Secretary, so that she can have the dates, to
coordinate her schedule and attend them, if possible. President Allen encouraged all to attend the Unity
Breakfast. President Allen stated, “Mr. Randolph, there’s no hard feelings, Sir; we’re just both in this together
~ that was very nice of you to say those words and I ask that you Pray for me and, Sir, I will Pray for you”.

Councilman Bowie asked if he could make a final closing remark, and stated he just wanted to wish
Councilman Randolph, a Happy “21#t” Birthday. He, along with the Council, wishes Councilman Randolph a
Happy Birthday.

ADJOURNMENT

There being no further business to come before the Council, a motion was made by Councilman
Williamson, and seconded by Councilman Bowie, to adjourn, and by unanimous consent of the Council, this
